Insan sagliginin korunmasi amaciyla gidanin iiretiminden tiikketim asamasia kadar olan siirecin her
asamasinda gidaya dair potansiyel risklerin onlenmesi ve tiikketime uygunlugunun giivence altina
alimmas1 olarak tanimlanan gida giivenligi, her iilkenin 6nem verdigi kritik konulardan birisidir. Bu
baglamda, gida giivenligini etkileyen unsurlarin neler oldugunu saptamanin hem gida giivenligini
artirmaya yonelik almabilecek 6nlemlerin belirlenmesi hem de gerekli politikalarin tatbik edilmesine
katki saglayacag diisiiniilmektedir. Bu amagla hazirlanan bu ¢aligmanin temel amaci Tiirkiye igin 1980-
2022 donemini kapsayan zaman periyodunda, makroekonomik gostergelerden ekonomik biiyiime ve
enflasyon; iklim gostergelerinden ise ortalama sicakligin gida giivenligi tizerindeki etkisini tespit
etmektir. Bu amagla ¢calismada ARDL simir testinden yararlanilmigtir. ARDL analizi sonuglarina gore
kisa donemde enflasyon ve ekonomik biiyiimedeki artis gida giivenligini negatif yonde; uzun donemde
ise enflasyon negatif yonde ekonomik biiylime pozitif yonde etkilemektedir. Ortalama sicaklik
degiskeninin ise hem kisa hem de uzun dénemde istatistiki olarak anlamsiz oldugu tespit edilmistir.

EFFECTS OF INFLATION AND ECONOMIC GROWTH ON FOOD SECURITY: AN
EMPIRICAL ANALYSIS ON TURKIYE

Abstract

Food safety, defined as preventing potential risks to food and ensuring its suitability for consumption at
every stage of the process from food production to consumption in order to protect human health, is one
of the critical issues that every country attaches importance to. In this context, it is thought that
determining the factors affecting food safety will contribute to both determining the measures that can
be taken to increase food safety and implementing the necessary policies. The main purpose of this study
prepared for this purpose is to examine economic growth and inflation among macroeconomic indicators
for Tiirkiye in the time period covering the period 1980-2022; One of the climate indicators is to
determine the effect of average temperature on food security. For this purpose, the ARDL bounds test
was used in the study. According to the results of ARDL analysis, the increase in inflation and economic
growth in the short term negatively affects food security; In the long run, inflation affects negatively and
economic growth positively. It was determined that the average temperature variable was statistically
insignificant in both the short and long term.

Bu siiregte saglik harcamalari hem kamu
hem de 6zel sektor diizeyinde artarken, bu harcamalarin ekonomik biiyiime {izerindeki etkileri de
dikkatle incelenmektedir. Bu ¢caligma, veri varligi durumuna gore secgilmis 12 OECD iilkesinde (Tiirkiye,
Almanya, Avusturya Cek Cumhuriyeti, Hollanda, Ispanya, Isve¢, Meksika, Polonya, Portekiz, Slovenya
ve Liiksemburg) 2008 ekonomik kriz doneminde saglik harcamalart ve ekonomik biiyiime iligkisini
analiz etmeyi amaglamaktadir.

THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN HEALTH EXPENDITURES AND ECONOMIC
GROWTH DURING THE 2008 ECONOMIC CRISIS

Abstract

The relationship between health expenditures and economic growth is extremely important for the
sustainability and welfare of societies during times of crisis. During this period, health expenditures
increased at both the public and private sector levels, influencing economic growth. This study examines
this relationship with a focus on data availability for 12 selected OECD countries (Turkey, Germany,
Austria, Czech Republic, Netherlands, Spain, Sweden, Mexico, Poland, Portugal, Slovenia and
Luxembourg) during the 2008 economic crisis. Econometric analysis methods were used to analyze the
relationship between health expenditures and economic growth. For econometric analyses, the
cointegration test and the panel causality analysis were utilized to examine long-term and balanced
relationships. According to the cointegration coefficient estimation findings, it was found that the 2008
economic crisis had a negative impact on both health expenditures and economic growth.

The study aimed to identify the impact of recent crises in some Middle Eastern countries on educational
loss. The investigative approach was used. The researcher relied on examining documents in their
various forms as a study tool. The study included four dimensions: conflicts and wars, recent earthquakes
in Turkey and Syria, the Corona pandemic(Covid-19), and economic conditions. Through inductive
reading, it became clear that wars and conflicts had the greatest impact on educational loss in both Syria,
Yemen and Gaza, followed by the Corona pandemic in the countries of the region. The economic
conditions also had a clear impact on education in Syria, Yemen, and Lebanon. As for the impact of the
recent earthquakes on Turkey and Syria, they had an impact to varying degrees, as Turkey was able,
through its sound management and activation of some urgent steps and work strategies, to overcome the
crisis and compensate for the educational loss. As for Syria, it had a greater impact due to the instability
of the situation in Syria originally.

Abstract

This study aims to investigate the impact of leadership styles on Organizational Citizenship Behavior
(OCB) within humanitarian organizations in Turkey, with a particular focus on the mediating role of
work engagement. The research specifically examines three leadership styles: servant leadership, ethical
leadership, and participative leadership, and how they influence employee engagement dimensions,
including empowerment, sincerity, and assimilation, leading to enhanced OCB. Data were collected
from 400 employees working in various humanitarian organizations across Turkey. A structured
questionnaire was used to measure leadership styles, work engagement, and OCB. The collected data
were analyzed using the Statistical Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS), ensuring rigorous
examination of the relationships between the variables. The study hypothesizes that work engagement
mediates the relationship between leadership styles and OCB, wherein leaders who promote
empowerment, sincerity, and create an inclusive work environment significantly enhance organizational
citizenship behavior.The findings of this study are expected to contribute to the existing literature by
providing insights into the importance of leadership styles in fostering a committed and engaged
workforce, ultimately improving the citizenship behaviors within organizations.

Liderlik stillerini, is baglhiligini1 ve OVD'yi 6l¢gmek i¢in yapilandirilmig bir anket
kullanilmigtir. Toplanan veriler, degiskenler arasindaki iligkilerin titiz bir sekilde incelenmesini
saglamak icin Istatistiksel Paketler Programi (SPSS) kullamlarak analiz edilmistir. Calisma, is
bagliliginin liderlik stilleri ile OVD arasindaki iliskiyi aracilik ettigini ve gliclendirme, samimiyet tesvik
eden ve kapsayici bir galisma ortami olusturan liderlerin, 6rgiitsel vatandaglik davranigini 6nemli dlgiide
artirdigin hipotez etmektedir.

Abstract

This study focused on the tweets of the World Health Organization and the Ministry of Health on a
certain date. A comparison was made by considering 100 tweets published by both institutions. Both
manual and computer-based analyses were conducted while making the comparisons. In manual
analyses, the subject headings and sources of the posts were examined. Key words were revealed with
word clouds and it was determined that other words except “health” differed in both institutions. On the
other hand, it was observed that the posts of the institutions differed in terms of subject headings. The
Ministry of Health shared the most with the content of “‘earthquake”, “diseases” and “information”. The
World Health Organization, on the other hand, focused more on posts containing “diseases,” “vaccines,”
and “right to health.” Finally, when looking at the sources of posts, content created by institutions was
shared more in the WHO. The posts of the Minister of Health Dr. Fahrettin Koca were also taken into
account in 80% of the posts of the Ministry of Health. These results show that the posts of institutions
can be influenced by political actors. It is believed that these results will contribute to the literature.

Diinya Saglik Orgiitii (DSO) ise daha gok “hastaliklar”, “as1” ve “saglik hakki”
igerikli paylasimlara odaklanmistir. Son olarak, paylasimlarin kaynaklarina bakildiginda DSO’de daha
cok kurum tarafindan olusturulan icerikler paylagilmistir. Saghk Bakanligi'nin paylasimlarinin
%80’ininde de Saglik Bakani Dr. Fahrettin Koca’nin paylagimlarn dikkate alinmistir. Bu sonuglar
kurumlarin paylagimlarinin politik aktorlerden etkilenebildigini gdstermektedir.

Abstract

This study investigated the impact of climate change crisis on the socio-economic life of countries of
West African sub region with the aim of understanding the dynamics of the enigmatic debacle that the
people in the rural areas face, specifically at the swooping level of flooding and droughts in the region.
Indeed, the objective was to arouse policy interest from stakeholders in the fight against the impact of
climate change to address the new dimensions of the problems. The research was based on sustainable
livelihood theory. Descriptive research method was adopted with the use of baseline data and content
analysis to x-ray the nature of climate change impacts in West Africa. The data showed that agriculture,
biodiversity, livelihood, food security, health and security of the region were affected, with drought,
flooding, rising temperature, unpredictable rainfall and other extreme weather events as leading vectors.

2008 kiiresel krizinin ardindan baslayan kiiresel belirsizlikteki artiglar
giiniimiizde de devam etmektedir. 2008 kiiresel krizi ve kiiresel krizin 2011 yilindaki Avrupa borg krizi
ve 2014 yilinda baglayan gelismis iilkelerin daraltici para politikalarinin yanstyan etkileri, artan
korumacilik, ingiltere’nin Avrupa birliginden ayrilma siireci (Brexit), Covid-19, Rusya-Ukrayna savasi,
Israil-Filistin savas1 ve cesitli jeopolitik risklerle kiiresel belirsizlikler artmaktadir. Bu calismanin amaci
kiiresel belirsizliklerin moderatdr etkisi altinda G-20 ekonomilerinde dogrudan yabanci yatirimlarin
istihdam tizerindeki etkisini incelemektir. Elde edilen bulgular, dogrudan yabanci yatirimlarin istihdami
pozitif yonde etkiledigini ancak kiiresel belirsizliklerin dogrudan yabanci yatirimin istihdam {izerindeki
pozitif etkisini negatife doniistiirdiigiinii gdstermektedir.

THE IMPACT OF FOREIGN DIRECT INVESTMENT INFLOWS ON

Abstract

Direct investment inflows are expected to have a positive impact on the host country's employment.
These effects occur in two forms. Tthe direct effect is the employment made by foreign subsidiaries of
multinational companies. The other one of these effects is the indirect effect of foreign direct investment
on the employment of local firms. However, there are also different factors that limit the positive effects
of foreign direct investment on the economies of countries. One of these factors is global uncertainties.
Global uncertainties are increasing with 2008 global crisis and the global crisis reflected by the European
debt crisis of 2011 and the contractionary monetary policies of developed countries that began in 2014,
increasing protectionism, the process of Britain's leaving from the European Union (Brexit), Covid-19,
the Russia-Ukraine war, the Israeli-Palestinian war and various geopolitical risks. The aim of this study
is to examine the effect of foreign direct investments on employment in G-20 economies under the
moderator effect of global uncertainties. The findings obtained show that foreign direct investment has
a positive impact on employment, but global uncertainties have turned the positive impact of foreign
direct investment on employment into a negative one.

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THE IMPACT OF THE ARAB SPRING ON FOREIGN TRADE BETWEEN TURKEY
AND MENA COUNTRIES

Abstract

Given the significance of the MENA region on a global scale and its particular relevance to Turkey,
especially considering Turkey's interconnections with the region and the ongoing changes, this paper
aims to examine the impact of the Arab Spring revolutions on trade relations between Turkey and the
MENA region. Utilizing both historical and descriptive analytical methodologies, the study analyzes
Turkish foreign trade data from 2000 to 2020 to identify key indicators reflecting the effects of the Arab
Spring on trade dynamics. The findings indicate that the Arab Spring revolutions adversely affected the
volume of trade exchange between Turkey and the MENA region following 2012. While Turkey's trade
balance with the MENA region remains more favorable compared to other regions, the growth rate of
trade with the MENA region has been lower than that of trade with other areas.

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THE INFLUENCE OF DEMOCRACY, ECONOMICS, AND DEMOGRAPHICS ON
COVID-19 MORTALITY IN OECD COUNTRIES: AN EMPIRICAL ANALYSIS

Abstract

Many studies suggest a link between democracy and healthcare standards — which is considered as one
of economic development determinants-, hypothesizing that higher levels of democracy correlate with
better health outcomes. This study examined the impact of democracy on healthcare, specifically
focusing on COVID-19 mortality rates in OECD countries from 2010-2022. Controlling for economic
factors like GDP per capita and government expenditure, demographic factors like the proportion of the
elderly population, and health expenditure per capita, the study used Generalized Least Squares (GLS)
estimation to analyze the relationships. Contrary to the initial hypothesis, the level of democracy showed
no statistically significant impact on COVID-19 death rates after accounting for these other factors.
Instead, economic strength (GDP per capita and government expenditure) and the percentage of the
elderly population were key determinants of mortality. Higher GDP and government spending correlated
with lower death rates, suggesting better pandemic preparedness, while a larger elderly population
correlated with higher death rates due to increased vulnerability to COVID-19. The study acknowledges
limitations due to its cross-sectional data, suggesting future research incorporate dynamic, time-series
analysis and additional variables related to healthcare system capacity and pandemic responses for a
more comprehensive understanding for this relationship.

Abstract

The study examines the time-varying correlation and volatility spillover mechanisms among developed
(US) and emerging (BRIC) stock markets during major crisis periods, namely the global financial crisis,
COVID, and the Russia-Ukraine war using the dynamic conditional correlation (DCC-GARCH) and the
time-varying parameter vector autoregression (TVP-VAR) models. The study finds that the nature of
market crises plays a significant role in the interrelationship and volatility spillover mechanisms among
US and BRIC stock markets. The interconnectedness of the stock market was strengthened by global
crises such as the 2008 financial crisis of 2008 and the COVID-19 pandemic, which resulted in
synchronised policy responses, shared economic impacts, and risk contagion. The geopolitical nature
and regional implications of the Russia-Ukraine war, on the other hand, temporarily disrupted the
interrelationships between the US and BRIC markets.

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THE IMPACT OF CONFLICT ON OLIVE VALUE CHAIN IN NORTHWEST SYRIA

The olive value chain (OVC) in Northwest Syria (NWS) has historically been integral to the region's
economy. Prior to 2011, Syria was a leading global producer of olive oil, supported by a robust and
structured value chain that included farmers, mill operators, traders, and government bodies. The onset
of conflict in 2011, however, led to significant disruptions, including the destruction of infrastructure,
farmer displacement, and market fragmentation. This study investigates the complex impact of
prolonged conflict, political instability, and natural challenges, such as climate change, on the OVC in
NWS. Through mixed-methods research involving semi-structured key informant interviews (KlIs) and
a comprehensive survey distributed to farmers in Afrin. Findings reveal that farmers have struggled to
access essential inputs, faced rising production costs, and seen significant declines in productivity and
olive oil quality. Despite these challenges, local cooperatives and international organizations have
played vital roles in supporting resilience through technical assistance, infrastructure rehabilitation, and
capacity-building efforts. Nonetheless, the sector’s long-term sustainability is uncertain without stronger
institutional support and restoration of stable governance and markets.

Tiiketiciler, iklim degisikligiyle miicadele etmek i¢in atilan adimlara bireysel olarak katkida bulunabilirler. Dogal
kaynaklart daha siirdiiriilebilir bir sekilde kullanmak i¢in yesil tiriinlere yonelmek iklim degisikliginin etkilerinin
azaltilmasina bireysel ve kiiresel diizeyde katki saglayabilir. Bu calismada tiiketicilerin yesil iirlin satin alma
davranigini etkileyen sosyo-demografik 6zelliklerin ve iklim degisikliginin tiiketicilerin yesil {iriin satin alma
davraniglarina etkisinin belirlenmesi amaglanmistir.

DETERMINING THE IMPACT OF CLIMATE CHANGE ON CONSUMERS' GREEN
PRODUCT PURCHASING BEHAVIOR

Abstract

Consumers can individually contribute to steps to combat climate change. Turning to green products to use natural
resources more sustainably can contribute to mitigating the effects of climate change at the individual and global
level. This study aims to determine the socio-demographic characteristics that affect consumers' green product
purchasing behavior and the impact of climate change on consumers' green product purchasing behavior. The main
material of the study consists of data obtained from face-to-face surveys with 384 consumers living in the city
center of Denizli province in January - February 2024. Descriptive statistics and chi-square test were used to
analyze the data. As a result of the study, it was determined that 73.96% of the consumers knew the concept of
green products and 99.74% of them purchased green products. 67.45% of consumers reported that they prefer to
buy green products to prevent climate change. As a result of the chi-square test, it was found that there was a
significant relationship between the knowledge of the concept of green products and marital status, length of
residence, age, educational level and monthly household income (p<0.05); and there was a significant relationship
between the purchase of green products to prevent climate change and length of residence, number of household
members, educational level, monthly household income and monthly household food expenditure (p<0.10). In
addition, it was determined that §1.08% of the consumers who paid attention to the environmentally friendly
products purchased to prevent climate change and 82.24% of the consumers who purchased green products to
prevent climate change knew the concept of green products (p<0.01).
